  This week we talked about 

change and how it can sometimes 

be difficult. We read a poem 

entitled I Like Where I Am that 

helped us recognize how change 

can be scary and uncomfortable, 

but that it can often have a happy 

result. This week we used the 

strategy of thinking about the plot 

and theme to assist us with our 

reading comprehension. We 

looked at adverbs that tell when 

and where during our grammar 

studies.

  We completed our math unit on 

double-digit subtraction on 

Monday, and have moved on to 

fractions! The students learned 

that fractions are part of a whole 

and that the bottom number of a 

fraction tells how many equal 

parts there are in the whole. We 

created fraction booklets and used 

them to compare the sizes of 

fractions. We discovered that the 

larger the bottom number of the 

fraction gets, the smaller the parts 

become. We also determined that 

fractions can sometimes name 

more than one whole when the 

numerator is larger than the 

denominator. Next week we will 

work with fractions in a group and 

probability. 

  Molecules, bonds, and surface 

tension were the subjects of our 

science lesson this week. We 

learned that water molecules bond 

together, but soap will break these 

bonds and that is why soap helps 

us get clean. If you have some 

pepper and dish soap your child 

can demonstrate how these bonds 

work.
