Summer Activities

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Importance of Summer Reading 

Research shows that the most effective way to increase reading achievement is to read!  Just as the piano player practices daily by playing the piano and the basketball player practices daily by shooting baskets so does the reader practice by reading daily. It is crucial that readers continue practicing even during the summer.  Here are some interesting findings that show the importance of summer reading.

(
Summer reading loss is one factor contribution to the achievement gap in schools (McGill-
Franzen and Allington 2004).

(
Research tells us children who do not read regularly throughout the summer months lose 
approximately three months of reading growth, while those who do read during the summer 
continue to make gains (Routman 2003).

(
Children who read more books fared better on reading comprehension tests in the fall than 
their peers who had read one or no books over the summer (Kim 2004). 

(
Lower-achieving readers read less in school and out of school than higher achieving readers 
(McGill-Franzen and Allington 2004).

(
Better readers read more than poorer readers, supporting the importance of extensive, 
successful reading experiences in the development of reading proficiency (McGill-Franzen 
and Allington 2004).

Please encourage your child to read every day!  Your child can read in the car, before bed, in the yard, share a book as a family, read along with a book on tape…the possibilities are endless!  Be sure to check out the Wheaton Public Library’s reading incentive program I’m sending home on Thursday.  The prizes include Noodles & Company coupons, Mini-Golf coupons, and a free book at their book fair!  You do not need to have a Wheaton Public Library card to participate in the program.  It’s a terrific way for your child to stay motivated to read all summer long.  Happy Reading!
